The Industrial Revolution

¥ idolatry and witchcraft; hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition,
dissensions, factions *' and envy; drunkenness, orgies, and the like. | warn you, as | did
before, that those who live like this will not inherit the kingdom of God.

* But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, forbearance, kindness, goodness, faith-
fulness, *° gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law. ** Those who
belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. *> Since
we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit.

3. MARRIAGE IS NOT GOD’S ANSWER
TO SEXUAL TEMPTATION



Paul’s advice about sex

' Now for the matters you wrote about: “It is good for a man not to have sexual relations
with a woman.” # But since sexual immorality is occurring, each man should have sexual
relations with his own wife, and each woman with her own husband. ® The husband should
fulfill his marital duty to his wife, and likewise the wife to her husband. * The wife does not
have authority over her own body but yields it to her husband. In the same way, the hus-
band does not have authority over his own body but yields it to his wife. > Do not deprive
each other except perhaps by mutual consent and for a time, so that you may devote
yourselves to prayer. Then come together again so that Satan will not tempt you because
of your lack of self-control. © | say this as a concession, not as a command. ” | wish that
all of you were as | am. But each of you has your own gift from God; one has this gift,
another has that.

1 Corinthians 7:1-7 NIV



Paul’s advice to singles

* Now to the unmarried and the widows | say: It is good for them to
stay unmarried, as | do. ” But if they cannot control themselves, they
should marry, for it is better to marry than to burn with passion.

(1 Cor 7:8-9 NIV)

Or more precisely:

’ But if they are not exercising self-control, they should marry, for it is
better to marry than to burn. (1 Cor 7:9; my literal translation)



Paul’s advice about life in general

Nevertheless, each person should live as a believer in whatever situation
the Lord has assigned to them, just as God has called them. This is the
rule | lay down in all the churches. (1 Cor 7:17 NIV)

Each person should remain in the situation [literally “calling”] they were

in when God called them. (1 Cor 7:20 NIV)

Brothers and sisters, each person, as responsible to God, should remain

in the situation they were in when God called them. (1 Cor 7:24 NIV)
